At th. op€niDg of th. I$titut , thc blus
w.re rulg by a baDd wbich Joh W. Tay-
lo., Ju!., had th. u.cdvisbL task of sel.ct-
tqe lnenviable b.caNc tle luthdirics de
cided that tte bond should a6 far a! porsible
fairly re!rcsent "thc ehole of th! riDsins
Asociations in rhe couDtry".

ln r€ccnt yere, the buildines of the In-
perial Institute, which IDd by th€n clanged
ils nade to the Connorwealrh Insntute,
proved no loDsq adequate for their pd-
pose, and ihe lrstirute ms moved to a new
building on a ditr reDt sit€. The whole of
the old boiidings qer€ ften d€molisled to
mate room fd lbe expmsion of Inle.ial
College with tb. €xception of the tower,
which was .daDted to remin as a free
slandins lower. A state of Queen Victoria
it pr$ewed at ils base, jmt irsid. the door.
Whil€ thee works eer. in plogre$, the
b.Us (whjch had been rehuns Bome JeF
yea6 p.eviously or plain badnet r-se, of
cou6e, silenl, but tirgilg ms raumed three
